and picnic shelters at Cabwaylingo were built by the
Civilian Conservation Corps (CCC), a voluntary public
work relief program of young men that operated during
the Great Depression. Between 1935 and 1939, two CCC
companies occupied Camp Anthony Wayne (now known
as Cabwaylingo), where they surveyed timber and game,
fought forest fires, cleared trails and built log cabins.

Or, for a little more
action, visitors can rent paddleboats, row boats, canoes
and kayaks for a nominal fee between Memorial Day and
Labor Day. Personal boats are permitted on Watoga Lake,

but motors are restricted to electric, trolling motors only.
